As a senior I won a $500 scholarship 
from the Guild in 1999. Seven years later I joined 
the Trinity Arts Guild. I soon had the opportunity to 
enter a juried show and was very excited to learn 
that one of my paintings had been awarded an 
honorable mention.

been a blessing in my life, and I have been a
